THE GARDEN. - Cucumbers 
should now be watered, but not 
over the leaves, and always after 
sunset. Sow succession crops, 
and transplant where necessary. 
Prick out celery in the trenches, 
care being taken to select the 
finest heads; also plant out let-
tuces and endive. Collect seeds 
where ripe, and bend down the 
heads of onions, if drooping. All 
the beds should be well looked to 
and weeded, and this is the best 
time for making walks. All sur-
plus shoots and spurs should be 
carefully removed from the grape 
vines. Those running too high 
should be lopped off, as also the 
straggling branches ; and when 
the foilage is too thick, some of 
the leaves should be removed. 

THE FIELD.-This is the last 
month for getting in the barley 
crop. Continue to cut and cure 
tobacco. Hops are now fit for 
picking, and the maize crop will 
require to be carefully attended to.

Crops 
for early use may be put in, 'and 
successional crops sown or trans-
planted when necessary. The spin-
ach beds should now be thinned 
out, the ground forked between the 
rows, and well watered with liquid 
manure.

THE GARDEN.-Sow more peas 
in wet weather, and seeds of sugar-
loaf and other quick-growing cab-
bages. Plant out others from the 
seed beds. Gather medicinal and 
other herbs. Finish cutting aspa-
ragus. Plant celery in trenches 
to bleach. Sow a crop of turnips, 
and hoe and thin the crops for-
merly sown. Transplant leeks, 
and lettuce, and keep up succes-
sional crops of radishes. Continue 
to pay attention to the fruit garden, 
as recommended last month, and 
place sticks to trees newly planted, 
or likely to be affected by the 
winds. 

THE FIELD.-Finish sowing 
Swede turnips when they are in 
rough leaf, the ground should be 
well rolled ; and, after being har-
rowed, give them a first hoeing, 
and set them out wide. The maize 
crops and potatoes must now be 
charred and earthed up, and to-
bocco plants attended to, by pull-
ing out suckers and removing the 
superfluous leaves.
